3. General Release and waiver of liability, and assumption of risk and indemnity agreement. Please read all releases carefully before signing.
4. “I have read and understand this release”

5. W-9 request for tax payer ID number if you receive prize money.

6. Sign the back gate sign-up sheet each week you wish to compete, or call Inland Motorsport Speedway at least 6 days prior to program.

7. If you sign up for a program and can not appear, please inform Inland Motorsport Speedway immediately.  Disciplinary action will be assessed for “No Shows”.   
Insurance and Gate:

1. Inland Motorsport Speedway DOES NOT provide riders/ participants with medical insurance coverage. RACING IS DANGEROUS ! Inland Motorsport Speedway strongly suggests that each rider maintain his /her own primary medical insurance coverage.

2. Inland Motorsport Speedway will provide an ambulance and/or a certified EMT service for race events and will only cover that cost. Additional ambulance services (e.g. fire department, life flight, non-contracted ambulance etc.) are the responsibility of the injured party. 

3. If you are injured you must report to the referee immediately.
4. Rider entry and pit pass cost $30.00. Mechanics cost $20.00
